3. There is no sdmission charge or ticket sales of any kind. I{opefully, free-will offerings will csver the
expenses.

4. We usually have 150 part-time, semi-professional and prcfessional groups/soloists and duets participate.

5. Each paft-time and semi-professional group is allotted 15 minutes or thre€ (3) songs pcr day. Groups
may return to the stage the same day if time permits. Soloists and duets are peroitted two (2) songs from 1-
3 p.m. and one (1) song from 3-5 p.m. on Fri./Sat. Amateur soloists and duets are not permitted after 5 p.m.
on Fri. or SaL PROFESSIONAL GROUPS AIYD GOSPEL SINGERS WHO,{.RE ON A MAJOR LABEL,
HA\rE SONGS ON TTM GOSPEL MUSIC CHARTS , EARN 10096 OF'TIIEIR LIVING F'ROM GOSPEL
SINGING AIID ARE A LEGE]YDAFJ NAME A}IONG GOSPEL SINGERS AND FANS RECEIYE
MORE TIME IN PRIME TIME SLOTS. The evening programs are basically resened for the more
professional singers.

6. During the allotted time, a group may advertise merchandise at will, keeping in mind that the people
came to hear singing--not a 15 minute ccmnercial At the end of the 15 minutes or 3 songs, the next group
w-ill be brought to the stage. IT IS IMPOSSIBLE TO ASSIGN YOU A SPECIFIC SINGING TIME
BEFORE THE COhTVEI{TIGN DATE. YOU ARE SCIIEDULED WHE}i YOU ARRIVE AT
MARTINSBURG!



7. Gospel singers receive free booth space for product sales in a well lighted area under roof, provided that
they help advertise Martinsburg by distributing flyers sent to them. Singers should bring their own table.

8. AII money received from singers product sales belongs to the singers.

9. In the interest of the gospel music "imrgeo, no smoking will be permitted by any group on stage,
backstage, or near stles area.

10. There are food concession stands, first-aid station, camping facilities, swimming pool, bowling alley,
news media, trade shoq and many other attractions on the grounds.

11. You may participat€ one or all four days. Just fill out the application and check where MARTINSBURG
is listed..........free cold showers are available at the swimming pool between 7 - 9 a.m.

12. Information about restaurants, motels, truck stops, etc. will be sent upon request.

13. Attendance, which depends on the weather, consists of thousands of gospel music fans oyer a four day
period.

14. We meke a CD of each year's convention. If you'd like to have some to sell at your concerts, the price
would be $3.50 for CD'S only! You may order any amount of recordings anytime throughout 2009 as long
as they last We only make a few hundred and any profit helps to support the financial end of the
convention.

15. THE VICKSBLTRG QUARTET will supply a complete sound system along with guitar amps, Kur&weil
electric piano, antl frap set You may use any of your own instruments and plug into the system.....sound
technicians will assist you. We can also play tracks on cassestte, cd, or mini-disc format

16. Gospel singers with over the road tour buses, motor homes, and vans are not chargett a parking f,ee, but
they

may purchase electricity at the eost of $8.00 per day. Park electricty'must not be used to run A"/C units!
Singers wanting to use generators will be parked in a certain location away from other campers, the

audience,
and the stage'-there is no charge. AII singers with buses or motor homes must register witF MELVIN
HOSKINSON.........(located next to the Stage) ...........in order to receive a parking space!

17. After receiving your registraticn reply for MARTINSBURG, you will receive a conlirmation and a
package of flyers for you to distribute....distributing the convention flyers guarantees you free booth
space!!!!
